BOYS' STATE HISTORY

Kansas was one of the first to utilize this fine “l@aming-by-doing™ government program. Since 1937 a tofal of
28,753 Kansas high school juniors have participated in this program. This program is administerad in Kansas
v the Execulive Committes of the Deparfmeant of Kansas Amearican Lagion. Tha program has bean con-
ducted on the campus of the Univarsity of Kansas since 1943,

Each boy is sponsored by an American Legion Post or by other patriotic, civic. fraternal or religious
organization, Delegates become acguainted with the rights and privileges of citizenship. Upon arrival, each
boy is assigned to a mythical palitical party and to a city and county. They becoma candidates for city, coun-
tv and sfate offices, conduct their campaigns. and elections according fo the laws of the state. Lagisiativa,
administrative and judicial programs are developed. State lagisiative sessions, court frials, low and police
schools, evening assemblles, band, chonus and ofther aclivities offer each boy the opporfunity to participate

Two fortunate Staters are chosen each year for participation in the Boys' Nation Prograr offered later In the
summar by the Amearican Leglon and held in Washington, D.C. On this expense paid frip the Boys' Nation
delegates meet with and ara the guests of the Kansas delegation of U5, Senators and Represantatives.
