BOYS' STATE HISTORY

Kansas was one of the first to ulilize this fine “learning-by-doing” govermment program. Since 1937 a folal of
over 29,000 Kansas high school juniors have parficipated in this program. This program is administered in
Kansas by the Executive Committes of the Department of Kansas American Lagion. The program has beean
conducted on the campus of the University of Kansas since 1943,

Each boy is sponsored by an American Legion Post or by other patriotic, civic, fraternal or religious
organizafion. Delegales become acguainted with the rights and privileges of cilizenship. Upon arrival, each
Doy is assigned to a mythical political party and to a ity and county. They become candidates for city, coun-
ty and state offices, conduct their compaigns and elections according to the laws of the stale. Lagisiative
administrative and judicial programs are developed. State legisiative sessions, court frials, law and police
schools, evening assemblies, band, chorus and other activities offer each boy the opportunity to participate
