[ArQGram It was organized by the Department of Minces in 1935, The DEFIEITI'I'IEI'IIZ of Kansas, hr_;.ldirg Charter No. 5, was amang the first
to institute this week-long gavernment-in-action progeam. Now, virtually every State Department of the American Legion has its own
Boys' State because of the program's ability to educate youth in practical politics and government aperation

Kansas Boys' State was headquartered in Wichita for 26 years before moving to the camgpus af the Un versity of Kansas in 1963, K
stayad thers wntil 1891, when the program moved to Kansas State Un warsity.

The Eri'.l].'.‘.' State program is available to any high schoal senior-to-he who meels the academic standards and demanstrates keader-
ship potential. Civic and church groups as well as American Legion Posts sponsor delegates to this fine lsarning-by-doing, youth-in
QUEarrmeant program.

Almost 50,000 young men from across Kansas have participated in Boys' State and performed nearly every function of city, county
and state government. Former delegates, members of the American Legion and Sons of the American Legion return each year to serve
a5 cousnelors and advisors for the program.  Many of them work year-round on ways to improve the curricudum and structure of the
program.

During each session, two Staters are chosen by their peers fo represent Kansas af the American Leqion Bays Mation, in Washington,
D.C., where they participate in a learning-by-doing program that focuses an our national government.
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The week began around noon on Sunday
with registrafion. Many Staters did not know what 1o
expect of the week, and were surprised to be thrown
into a fast-paced schedule right away. After meeting
roomates and their counselors, they had to decide
what position they wanted to run for. The evening was

filled with many orientation and team-building activi

nes,

popular issues, After listening to Primary Election candi-
dates in the afternoon Whistle $top tour, Staters voted for

Later in the afternoon, the
staters observed o debate between each of the
state Office Candidates, then the General Election
was held in each city area immediately afterward.
The newly elected and appointed officials attended
an onentation session in their offices, and by Tuesday
night, all Kansas Boys’' State government branches

were operating
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Thursday was the day that all state agencies were busy
heanng from cities, counties and associanons. Through
eqach of their projects, each branch of the Boys' State
government played an aclive role in developing eco
nomic and social policies. Later that evening the Staters
assembled at McCain Auditonum, this time to be an
audience for the Boys' State Band and Chorus, followed

by the speeches of Boys Nafion candidates.
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Each year on Fnday morming when the coun-
hes line up 1or assembly, they usually come In
sightly different uniforms than the average
jeans and Boys' State t-shirt, Tradition held this year,
where some county's citizens turned into ninjas, some
ware digpers made of their bedsheets, and some just
disappeared complefely. Recreation championship
games fook place on Friday as well as the Governor's
Ball at the K-3tate Union where Staters were provided

with bowling, billiards, dancing and movies.
